To Whom It May Concern:

Ohio Wesleyan University, an undergraduate liberal arts college, is pleased to provide a letter of support
for Delaware, Ohio’s application for the Google Fiber for Communities fiber optic trial. Delaware, like many
other communities, has an inequity among its citizens when it comes to Internet access. This inequity is
split along the socioeconomic status of residents - that is, the residents in the Southern part of the county,
who have the highest per capita education and income, have Internet access, and those, who have the
lowest levels of education and income, in the North do not. The Google ultra-high speed broadband
network will bring equity in Internet service to all residents by delivering speeds more than 100 times
faster than what most of them have access to today with 1 gigabit per second, fiber-to-the home
connections, especially if this service is offered at a competitive price.

While the University has its own fiber network, a goal has been to have an alternate fiber path through the
City’s/County’s high-speed network and this objective might be achievable through this Google project.
Moreover, Delaware City, Delaware County, and Ohio Wesleyan University collaborate through the
Delaware CIO Forum meetings where discussions about current information technology issues take place.
We are also seeking to collaborate together to promote economic development in the area.

As a higher education institution, Ohio Wesleyan University understands the need for a robust
cyberinfrastructure to make digital scholarship possible. We also know that Delaware citizens in the 21st
century need access to ultra high-speed bandwidth to perform various applications in their lives from
students completing homework and research, to watching a 3-D video of a university lecture, to community
members doing real-time media collaboration. Today, we know the Internet dominates the lives of our
citizens, and can make the difference between whether or not local residents thrive and are connected to
the global issues in society.
