ITEM 2. APPROVAL of the Motion Summary of the Parking and Safety
Committee meeting held August 17, 2015, as recorded and
transcribed.

Motion: Mr. Jones moved for the approval of the motion summary of the
Parking and Safety Committee meeting held August 17, 2015, seconded by
Vice-Chairwoman Keller. Motion approved by a 3-0 vote.

A. The Installation of Accessible Pedestrian Signals at the Intersection of
Sandusky Street and William Street.

Mrs. Morrison was unable to attend the meeting, but had communicated to
staff that she recommends the installation of stop signs at the intersection.

Mr. Ferrigno provided further discussion and research regarding the
intersection. Mr. Ferrigno recommended that if the new sign is approved then
installation to not occur until after the school year. Mr. Ferrigno discussed his
concerns on making any changes to the intersection in a school zone.

Motion: Mr. Jones moved to table the discussion of the installation of multi-
way stop signs at North Liberty Street and Fountain Avenue until the next
scheduled meeting, seconded by Vice-Chairwoman Keller. Motion approved by
a 3-0 vote.

e The Relocation of “No Parking From Here to Corner” signage at South
Washington Street and West Harrison Street; Extending Current Signage
beyond the Driveway Located at 78 West Harrison Street.

Ms. Ormeroid reviewed the concern voiced by Ms. Laura Stewart, who resides
at 78 W. Harrison Street. Ms. Ormeroid reviewed staff recommendation to

relocate signage.

Motion: Mr. Jones moved to approve the Re-Location of “No Parking From
Here to Corner” signage at South Washington Street and West Harrison Street,
seconded by Vice-Chairwoman Keller. Motion approved by 3-0 vote.

D. The Installation of “No Parking” Signage on One Side of Ballater Drive;
Glenross Golf Club, Section 2.

Ms. Ormeroid provided information on the current signage on the inside of
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Ballater Drive. Ms. Ormeroid stated that the initial complaint was due to a
resident receiving a parking ticket, and that the concern was that the signage
did not clarify where the no parking restrictions began and ended. Ms.
Ormeroid recommended that “No Parking” signage be changed to the outside of
the street due to the placement of the water line.

Mr. Bonacuss stated that neighbors would like to see parking on both sides of
the street if possible. Mr. Bonacuss stated that he did not receive notification
of the meeting by a letter, but was notified by Ms. Ormeroid. Mr. Bonacuss
voiced his concern that his neighbors may not be aware of the meeting.

Mr. Ferrigno recommends that staff correct current signage on the inside of the
street to provide clarification of the restrictions, and table discussion until the
next Parking and Safety meeting to allow for notification of surrounding
neighbors. Ms. Ormeroid did inform staff that a letter was sent out to
residents.

Motion: Mr. Jones moved to table discussion until next Parking and Safety
meeting and follow staff recommendations to correct current signage to plans,
seconded by Vice-Chairwoman Keller. Motion approved by a 3-0 vote.

ITEM 5. COMMITTEE COMMENTS

Mr. Jones requested clarification on double arrow signage. Ms. Ormeroid
provided an example of the signage.

Hi Jessica,

I have discussed the parking issue with all of my neighbors on that curve. We would all prefer parking on both
sides, but if that's not possible, we would all prefer parking on the inner curve (southeast) on Ballater. Most of
us only have lots that are only 75 feet wide, and the driveways, mailboxes, and fire hydrant don't allow for
much parking space. Moreover, all the families on the curve but ours have young children, and they are afraid
that parking on our side of the street makes it harder for drivers to see a child darting into the street if there are
cars parked there,

If there is no parking on our side of the street, we recommend that signage indicates no parking to 20 feet south
of the golf cart path/park entrance on Ballater. We have seen many parents parking right next to that entrance
when they are there for tot football or soccer practice.

Hi Jessica,

Thanks for spending so much time with me on the phone this morning. I had a chance to review the drawings
this evening, and I have a few questions.

1. The drawing data appears to show a curve with 77.55 degree arc, a 350 foot radius, a circumferential
length of 473.76 feet and a chord length of 438.41 feet. Those numbers all agree, however, 1 wasn't sure
if the T was supposed to be a line perpendicular to the cord ending at the center of the imaginary circle
with a radius of 350 feet. If so, that number appears to be incorrect. What is T supposed to be, and is it
important? When we design Curves using AutoCad, the T is the Tangent. Although the City did not
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design this set of plans, I am assuming their consultant’s (EMH&T) “T” is referring to the

Tangent. Below is a figure identifying the different measurements to a horizontal curve along with the
equations on how each measurement is figured. Based on that equation and the other curve data
provided for the curve on Ballater Drive, the T=281.18" is correct. These measurements are important
and are used when the Contractor is laying out the roadway during construction.

2. Icould not find any code references for parking guidelines on curves. If they do exist, would you please

point me in the right direction? There is not code that directly references parking guidelines on

curves. Each location is reviewed by a Professional Engineer (PE) during the subdivision plan review
stage and a lot of factors are utilized to determine whether or not parking should be restricted. As we
discussed, road width (back to back of curb), the radius of the curve, other features near/around the
curve (homes, pedestrian paths, parks, etc.) are all factored into this decision. Our goal is to ensure the
roadway is safe for all modes of travel (i.e. first responders, vehicles, bikes, pedestrians, golf carts in this
particular case, etc.).

I noticed that the radius of the curve leading up to the curve in front of our house is 750 feet, but there
are no parking control signs on that curve. What does the minimum curve radius have to be before
considering traffic/parking controls? The City of Delaware Technical Design Guide, Chapter 7,
Roadway Design establishes minimum centerline radii for various types of roadways based on their
classifications. 1 have attached this chapter of the design guide for your reference. As stated above in
response to #2, in addition to the curve radius, there are many factors the weigh into the decision on
whether or not parking should be restricted.

Am I correctly reading the outer curb width of the road to be 32 feet? Yes, Ballater Drive is 32-feet back
of curb to back of curb.



5. Are there other examples of similar curves on neighborhood streets in Delaware that we could see for
comparison? One example would be Balmoral Drive which is within your subdivision. It is 32-feet
wide back to back of curb with a radius of 400-feet. Another example is the portion of Kitdare Drive
near the intersection with Ballater Drive within your subdivision. It is also 32-feet wide back to back of
curb with a radius of 355-feet.

6. As I mentioned on the phone, several neighbors have mentioned that cars parked on the curve help
control the speed of traffic. If the city decides that there should be no parking on the curve at all, are
there other traffic control alternatives to keep drivers from speeding through that curve? Chapter 10,
Traffic Calming of our design guide addresses various traffic calming measures that can be explored to
address speeding issues. I have also attached this chapter for your reference.

I'll send a follow-up note once I've had a chance to discuss this issue with my neighbors. Thanks again.
